Before you can create a developer store, you'll need a Shopify partner account.

* In your partner dashboard, click on Stores.
 Click on Add a store > Create a development store (Start with an empty store)

* In the Shop Details section, enter a name for your store.
* Select the version you wish to use.

* Under Data and configurations, indicate whether you wish to start with an empty
store or a store filled with test data generated by Shopify. Stores that start with
generated test data cannot be transferred to a merchant.

* Click on Create a Development Store.

When you've finished working on a development store, you can archive it.

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6.2) The second tab is the payment plan. Here you'll see that you
don't have any payment methods added. The day your store is
finished, you can go to change plans, and then you'll have access to
the different Shopify plans, and that's when you can start selling.

6.3) Invoicing: same as point 2. Your store will cost you 0 USD every
30 days.

6.4) Uses and authorizations You will be able to add employees.
You'll need to look at everything, as there may be access you don't
want your employees to have. Once you've finished, you can send
the invitation.

NB: | invite you to look at everything. There may be finicky details.
Perhaps there are certain accesses you don't want to allow your
employees. By confirming these sensitive authorizations, this user
will have access to actions that could significantly affect your store.
This user can also assign these authorizations to other users. Request
customer data Modify authorizations Modify invoice payment
methods and pay invoices Manage other payment methods.
